Ashram Members 
Ashram members are eligible to serve on the Ashram Council, the Sikh Dharma of Massachusetts Board of Directors, the 3HO of Massachusetts Board of Directors, and on Ashram committees and working groups.

Ashram members may live on Ashram-owned property or in their own homes or apartments.

We are committed to the 3HO/Sikh Dharma way of life and to the Ashram mission. 

We stand ready to serve as Ashram Sevadars to assist with the work required to keep the Ashram functioning to a high standard.

We commit to participating in the Karma Yoga Schedule, including the Lungar and Gurdwara Seva Missal system.

We serve as Ambassadors for the community and for the many events and activities sponsored by the Ashram.  

When we teach Kundalini Yoga classes we tune into the Golden Chain and we wear white. 

We aspire to live a conscious and meditative life.  Our practice includes meditation in the primal hours of the morning, honest work, assistance to those in need, and defense of the defenseless.

We consider attendance at early morning sadhana and Gurdwara programs a privilege of membership and a sacred duty. 
We are vegetarians; we keep our bodies pure and do not drink alcohol, smoke or use illicit drugs.  

We understand our bodies are temples where we experience ourselves as divine beings. We keep our bodies as God made them.  We maintain long hair.  Men keep their beards uncut.

We live the life of a householder with all the attendant duties to fulfill to our families, friends, neighbors and nation.  

We are dedicated to the institution of marriage, to upholding women as the Grace of God, and to preserving the integrity of the family.  To that aim our value, if we are married, is to live faithful to our spouse; if we are single, to live a celibate life; and, to treat each other, in every other case, as brother, sister, father, mother, son, or daughter.
